“A SECOND LIFE”, by Alan Poletti. Wellington-based Alan had gone to the village Villa di Tirano in the 

Italian Alps in search of his Italian roots, but then he came to know that on September 12 1943, a group 

of prisoners, mostly from Croatia, who were either Jews or communists, or other, and who were kept in 

a confinement camp in the village of Aprica, were helped to escape to Switzerland by the local priests, 

the Carabinieri, and other villagers. During a search that took 12 years and stretched also to Australia, 

Alan discovered documents, people and stories now collected into this book. Available on line from 

www.tolepress.com Hard copy $35; PDF file $15.
